SAINT OF THE WEEK
June 3
Charles Lwanga and Companions
(d. 1886)
One of 22 Ugandan martyrs,
St. Charles Lwanga is the patron of
youth and Catholic action in Africa.

He protected his fellow palace servants (aged 13 to 30)
from the sexual demands of the Bagandan ruler, Mwanga,
and encouraged and instructed them in the Catholic faith
during their imprisonment for refusing the ruler’s de-
mands. For his own unwillingness to submit to the im-
moral acts and his efforts to safeguard the faith of his
friends, St. Charles Lwanga first learned of Christ’s teach-
ings from two other servants in the court of the Chief.
His courage and belief in God inspired them to remain
chaste and faithful. St. Charles was burned to death
at Namugongo on June 3, 1886. When Pope Paul VI
canonized these 22 martyrs on October 18, 1964,
he referred to the Anglican church servants also martyred
on this day.
