SAINT OF THE WEEK

Saint Cyril of Alexandria (ca. 378 - ca.
444) was the Pope of Alexandria when the
city was at its height of influence and power
within the Roman Empire. St. Cyril wrote
extensively and was a leading protagonist in
the Christological controversies of the 4th

and 5th centuries. He was a central figure in the First Council of
Ephesus in 431 which led to the deposition of Nestorius as
Archbishop of Constantinople. St. Cyril is among the patristic
fathers, and the Doctors of the Church, resulting in his titles
"Pillar of Faith" and "Seal of all the Fathers". The Eastern
Orthodox Church celebrates his feast day on June 9 and also,
together with St. Athanasius of Alexandria, on January 18.
St.Cyril was born about 378 in the small town of Theodosios,
Egypt, near modern day El-Mahalla El-Kubra. A few years after
his birth, his mother's brother (or uncle) Theophilus rose to the
powerful position of Patriarch of Alexandria. His mother
remained close to her brother and under his guidance, St. Cyril
was well educated. His education showed through his
knowledge, in his writings, of Christian writers of his day,
including Eusebius, Origen, Didymus, and writers of the
Alexandrian church. He received the formal education standard
for his day: he studied grammar from age twelve to fourteen
(390-392), rhetoric and humanities from fifteen to twenty (393-
397) and finally theology and biblical studies (398-402).
He was tonsured a reader by his uncle, Pope Theophilus,
and under his guidance advanced in knowledge and position.
In 403, he accompanied his uncle to Constantinople, where
Theophilus presided at the "Synod of the Oak" that deposed
St. John Chrysostom as archbishop of Constantinople. St. Cyrill
supported this act as an issue of discipline, not of doctrine,
as he later celebrated John's purity of doctrine as an example
in his struggle with Nestorius.
